BIOGRAPHIES
Mrs. Justice Macken was educated at Trinity College and at King's Inns in Dublin (1972) and holds an LL.M. from London School of Economics (1973).  In 2002 an Honorary Doctorate was conferred upon her by Trinity College Dublin.  She was called to the Bar of Ireland in 1973, and subsequently to the Bar of England and Wales. She worked as legal counsel in a firm of patent and trade mark agents from 1973 to 1979. From 1979 to 1998 she practised as a barrister, becoming a Senior Counsel in 1995, and specialised in commercial and chancery work, as well as in EU law.  Mrs. Justice Macken was appointed a Judge of the High Court in 1998 and in 1999 became the first woman Judge of the European Court of Justice (ECJ), where she served until October 2004.  She was President of 3rd and 6th Chambers of the ECJ from 2001 to 2002.  From 2004 to 2005 she served again as a Judge of the High Court and was appointed a Judge of the Supreme Court in mid 2005.
Colm Kincaid is a solicitor in the Legal and Enforcement Department of the Financial Regulator. Prior to joining the Financial Regulator, he specialised in financial services law and regulation at Linklaters solicitors in London and A&L Goodbody solicitors in Dublin and was formerly Regulatory Counsel at Merrill Lynch International Bank Limited. 

Tom Carney is a solicitor and partner in Dillon Eustace.  He is a graduate of the National University of Ireland, Galway and the College of Europe, Bruges (LL.M. in European Law).  A former lecturer in law at Trinity College Dublin and University College Dublin, Tom currently advises leading Irish and EU life, non-life and health insurance companies and provides specialist advice on cross border service and competition matters.

Gerald FitzGerald is a Consultant with McCann FitzGerald Solicitors, having previously been a partner in the firm’s Corporate Law Department for some 30 years.  He was Head of its Competition, Regulated Markets and EU law Group for many years and was a member of the Government-appointed Competition and Mergers Review Group whose recommendations led to the enactment of the Competition Act, 2002. He is a Director and the Secretary of the Irish Centre for European Law and now practices as a mediator of commercial disputes. 

John Breslin B.L. is a barrister practising in Commercial Law, with particular focus on banking and insolvency law.  He is a law graduate of Trinity College, Dublin and Christ’s College, Cambridge.  He is the author of Banking Law in the Republic of Ireland (now in its second edition).  He has acted as a consultant to the Law Reform Commission, and has published articles in several Irish and international legal journals.
William Johnston is a solicitor and partner in Arthur Cox.  He is an economics graduate of Trinity College, Dublin.  He is chair of the Banking Regulation sub-committee the Financial Services Division of the International Bar Association, a board member of UCD Commercial Law Centre and a member of the Company Law Review Group.  He is author of Banking and Security Law in Ireland and editor of Securities Over Receivables, an International Handbook (OUP).  He has co-edited Set-Off Law and Practice, an International Handbook (2nd ed, OUP) and the Arthur Cox Banking Law Handbook.

Finbarr Murphy is Group Legal Adviser, Bank of Ireland. He graduated from University College Cork (B.C.L., Ll.B), Universiteit van Amsterdam (Diploma in European Law) and Kings Inns (Barrister-at Law).  He was lecturer at the Faculty of Law, UCD, from 1974 until 1987.  Finbarr practiced at the Bar from 1986 until 1987 and became Group Legal Adviser to the Bank of Ireland in 1987. 

Andrew Beck B.L. is a practising barrister and Director of the Irish Centre for European Law.  He has a range of financial services cases active before the Courts.  He is a graduate of Trinity College Dublin, Oxford University (Magister Juris in European and Comparative Law) and The King’s Inns.  He possesses a specialism in European Law, studied European Business Regulation at Oxford, and is co-editor of The Impact of European Law on the Corporate World (forthcoming 2010).
