BIOGRAPHIES

In speaking order:-

James MacCarthy-Morrogh A graduate of UCD (BA 1995), M.Econ.Sc (1997), James has spent 10 years in the Market Research industry in Ireland - in his current position as a Director of Millward Brown IMS and previously with Lansdowne Market Research.  He has expertise across a wide range of industry sectors and has a particular interest in public opinion and electoral research. Most recently, he was the lead author of the MBIMS report to the Department of Foreign Affairs on the reasons for the rejection of the Lisbon Treaty.  He has also worked closely on Exit Polling for RTE in 2002 and 2004, as well as on opinion polls for a wide range of national and local media.  James has a particular interest in European affairs having spent a year working for the European Parliament (1999), where he was involved with the running of the European elections.  A keen follower of US elections, he has written on the subject of Presidential politics for the Sunday Business Post.
Dr Gerard Hogan is a Senior Counsel.
Dr Catherine Donnelly, LL.B. (Dub), LL.M. (Harv), B.C.L., D.Phil. (Oxon), Attorney at Law (New York), is a Lecturer in Law at Trinity College, Dublin, and a barrister (King’s Inns, Gray’s Inn).  She is the assistant editor of De Smith’s Judicial Review (6th edn, Sweet and Maxwell, 2007) and author of Delegation of Governmental Power to Private Parties: A Comparative Perspective (Oxford University Press, 2007).  She has practised as a litigation attorney at Davis Polk & Wardwell in New York, taught at Columbia Law School, and was a Lecturer and Fellow of Wadham College, Oxford.  She is a member of Blackstone Chambers, London, and a Legal Advisor to the Northern Ireland Human Rights Commission.   
Dr Maria Cahill is a graduate of Trinity College, Dublin (LlB, 2003) and the European University Institute (LLM, 2004; PhD 2008). She joined UCC in August 2008, having previously lectured at the National University of Ireland, Galway. Her doctoral thesis, supervised by Prof. Neil Walker, put forward a theory of European constitutionalism. She has presented several papers at international conferences and recently published two pieces in the German Law Journal. She is the Irish expert for the European-wide CRDFED project which studies the evolution of constitutional traditions.

Cathryn Costello B.C.L., (N.U.I.), LL.M. (Bruges), B.L. (Honorable Society of King’s Inns) is a fellow and tutor in EC & public law at Worcester College, Oxford. From 1998-2003 she was Lecturer in European Law at the Law School, Trinity College Dublin and from 2000-2003, she also held the position of Director of the Irish Centre for European Law. She has been a Visiting Professor at the University of San Francisco and from January to May 2006 was a Global Emile Noel Fellow at NYU School of Law. She writes on a wide range of EU issues, including constitutional, equality and immigration & asylum law. Some of her relevant publications include ‘Bosphorus: Fundamental Rights and Blurry Boundaries in Europe’ (2006) Human Rights Law Review pp. 87-130; ‘EC Immigration & Asylum Policymaking: Integrating a Role for the Oireachtas’ in Gavin Barrett (ed) National Parliaments and the European Union: The Constitutional Challenge for the Oireachtas and Other Member State Legislatures (Clarus Press, Dublin, 2008) pp. 205-242; ‘Ireland’s Nice Referenda’ in ‘People’s Vengences’ (collection of articles on negative referenda on EU Treaties) (2005) European Constitutional Law Review pp. 357- 383; ‘Gender Equalities and the European Union Charter of Fundamental Rights’ in Hervey & Kenner (eds), Economic and Social Rights under the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union, (Hart Publishing, Oxford, 2003), pp. 111-138. As Director of the ICEL, she was responsible for two edited collections: (with E. Barry) Equality in Diversity: The New EC Equality Directives, (ICEL / Equality Authority Dublin, 2003) and Fundamental Social Rights: Current Legal Protection and the Challenge of the EU Charter of Fundamental Rights, (ICEL Dublin 2001).
Dr Gavin Barrett, LL.B., Ph.D., D.A.L.F. is a barrister and senior lecturer in the School of Law in University College Dublin specialising in European law. He is the editor of a number of works mainly in the field of European law, (most recently National Parliaments and the European Union: The Constitutional Challenge for the Oireachtas and Other Member State Legislatures (Clarus Press, 2008)) and has published articles on European-related themes in inter alia, the Common Market Law Review, the European Law Review, the Yearbook of European Law, the Dublin University Law Journal, the Industrial Law Journal and the Commercial Law Practitioner. He has also written for the Irish Times and the Sunday Business Post on European legal themes. Prior to his present position he worked in the Academy of European Law in Trier, Germany and in the Institute of European Affairs. He was a UCD President’s Research Fellow in 2007/8 as well as a Visiting Scholar at the Institut des Hautes Etudes Européennes, University of Strasbourg. He was a Government of Ireland Fellow in 2004-2005.
Dr John Temple Lang is now with the international law firm Cleary Gottlieb Steen & Hamilton LLP in their Brussels Office, and his practice is concentrated primarily on the areas of EC antitrust and competition law. He was for the five years 1995-2000 Director responsible for telecommunications, media, information technology and electronics in the Competition Directorate General of the European Commission.  He was a Director there since 1988, and from 1974 to 1988 he was in the Legal Service of the European Commission, dealing primarily with competition law and international trade issues.  Before that he was in private practice in Ireland.  He is an Irish lawyer, and graduated with first class honours of Trinity College, Dublin in 1957, obtaining the LL.D. in 1980.  Dr. Temple Lang is now Senior Visiting Research Fellow in the University of Oxford and a Visiting Professor in Trinity College, Dublin.  He has published a book on European Community law and more than 250 articles on a wide variety of legal and related subjects, mostly concerned with Community competition law, including a number of papers on antitrust law in the volumes of the Fordham Corporate Law Institute.  He has lectured in the USA, Canada and in many European countries.

Andrew Beck B.L. is a practising barrister and Director of the Irish Centre for European Law.  He is a graduate of Trinity College Dublin, Oxford University (Magister Juris in European and Comparative Law) and The King’s Inns.
