BIOGRAPHIES
Brendan Walsh is a Solicitor, Notary Public and Sheriff of the City of Dublin.  Blackrock College educated, Brendan, a second-generation solicitor, qualified in 1965 when he went into partnership with his father, Brendan T. Walsh and has been a partner or principal of his own legal firm since then.  He was joined in legal practice by his daughter Cara Walsh, following her qualification in 1995

Brendan has handled many high profile cases including the East Donegal Co-op Case, McMahon v Attorney General and McGimpsey v Ireland.  Working with the then Junior Counsel Mary Robinson, Brendan also brought the first ever successful case against Ireland to the European Court of Human Rights in Strasbourg; Airey v Ireland which brought in Civil Legal Aid to this Country.  From 1983 to 1987 he was a Vice Chairman of the Rent Tribunal during which time he handled over 500 cases.
John Breslin B.L. is a barrister practising in Commercial Law, with particular focus on banking and insolvency law. He is a law graduate of Trinity College, Dublin and Christ’s College, Cambridge.  He is the author of Banking Law in the Republic of Ireland.  He has acted as a consultant to the Law Reform Commission, and has published articles in several Irish and international legal journals.
Barry O'Neill is the partner in charge of the Corporate Recovery Group in Eugene F. Collins Solicitors and has wide-ranging specialist experience of corporate and insolvency issues.  He is a consultant on insolvency on the Law Society's Education Programme and a contributing author to Insolvency Law. Barry O'Neill is one of the compilers of the Combined Companies Acts 1963-1990. He is a founding council member of the Irish Society of Insolvency Practitioners (ISIP) and is Chairman of the Law Reform Sub-Committee of ISIP.
Michael Quinn is a Partner at William Fry Solicitors, specialising in Insolvency & Corporate Recovery.  He is a contributor to many publications on Insolvency Law & Practice, most recently the Insol International Guide to Cross-Border Insolvency. He is a Part President of the Council of Insol Europe (the European Insolvency Practitioners Association)
