BIOGRAPHIES
In Speaking Order:- 

The Hon. Ms Justice Fidelma Macken was educated at Trinity College and at King's Inns in Dublin and was awarded a Masters in Law by the London School of Economics in 1973.  In 2002 an Honorary Doctorate was conferred upon her by Trinity College Dublin. She was called to the Bar of Ireland in 1973, and subsequently to the Bar of England and Wales. From 1973 to 1979 she worked as legal counsel in a firm of patent and trade mark agents. From 1979 to 1998 she practised as a barrister, becoming a Senior Counsel in 1995, and specialised in commercial and chancery work, as well as in EU law, while at the Bar. 

She was appointed a Judge of the High Court in 1998 and in 1999 became the first woman Judge of the European Court of Justice (ECJ), where she served until October 2004. She was President of 3rd and 6th Chambers of the ECJ from 2001 to 2002. From 2004 to 2005 she served again as a Judge of the High Court and was appointed a Judge of the Supreme Court in mid 2005.

Professor Alan Dashwood CBE is Professor of European Law at Cambridge and a Fellow of Sidney Sussex College. He is also a Barrister in Henderson Chambers and a Bencher of the Inner Temple. Before election to his Chair at Cambridge, he was a Director in the Legal Service of the Council of the EU. He was the founding Editor of European Law Review and was presently one of the Joint Editors of Common Market Law Review until December 2008. He is co-author of Wyatt and Dashwood’s European Union Law, the sixth edition of which is in preparation. He was appointed CBE in 2004.

Dr Gavin Barrett, LL.B., Ph.D., D.A.L.F. is a barrister and senior lecturer in the School of Law in University College Dublin specialising in European law. He is the editor of a number of works mainly in the field of European law, (most recently National Parliaments and the European Union: The Constitutional Challenge for the Oireachtas and Other Member State Legislatures (Clarus Press, 2008)) and has published articles on European-related themes in inter alia, the Common Market Law Review, the European Law Review, the Yearbook of European Law, the European Law Journal, the European Constitutional Law Review, the Dublin University Law Journal, the Industrial Law Journal and the Commercial Law Practitioner. He has also written frequently for The Irish Times and The Sunday Business Post on European legal themes. Prior to his present position he worked in the Academy of European Law in Trier, Germany and in the Institute of European Affairs. He was a UCD President’s Research Fellow in 2007/8 and a Government of Ireland Fellow in 2004-2005.

The Hon. Mr Justice John Hedigan was born on the 14th October, 1948 in Dublin.  He is the son of John Hedigan and Alice Fanning.  He was educated at Belvedere College, Trinity College Dublin and King’s Inns.  He was called to the Bar of Ireland in 1976, to the Bar of England and Wales (Middle Temple) in 1986 and to the Bar of New South Wales in 1993.  He was called as Senior Counsel in 1990.  Judge Hedigan practised largely in administrative, constitutional and commercial law.  In 1998 he was elected a Judge of the European Court of Human Rights by the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe.  He served there until his appointment in 2007 by the President of Ireland to the High Court of Ireland.  

On the European Court of Human Rights Judge Hedigan was Vice President of the Third Section.  Judge Hedigan was also Chair of the Committee on Status and Conditions of Judges, of the Information Technology Committee and of the Languages Committee.  He also sat on the Rules Committee and the Library Committee.

On the High Court in Ireland, Judge Hedigan currently works on the judicial review side.

Dr Angela Ward is Adjunct Professor in European Union and Human Rights Law at University College Dublin, and a founding editor, with Professor Alan Dashwood of the Cambridge Yearbook of European Legal Studies. She practices in the European Courts, and at the Bars of Ireland and England and Wales.
Professor Dermot Walsh holds a Chair in Law and is the Director of the Centre for Criminal Justice at the University of Limerick.  He graduated with an LLM from Queen’s University Belfast in 1980, was called to the Bar in Northern Ireland in 1983 and was awarded a PhD by thesis from the National University of Ireland in 1993. He has lectured in University College Cork, University of Ulster, University of San Diego and the University of Limerick. He is a Government of Ireland Senior Research Fellow and former President of the Irish Association of Law Teachers. His primary research interests are: policing, criminal justice, human rights and European criminal law. He has published widely in these areas. Major publications include: Human Rights and Policing in Ireland: Law, Policy and Practice (2009); Juvenile Justice (2005); Criminal Procedure (2002); The Irish Police: a Legal and Constitutional Perspective (1998); and Bloody Sunday and the Rule of Law in Northern Ireland (2000).
Dr Laurent Pech is Jean Monnet Lecturer in EU Public Law at the National University of Ireland, Galway. He has been appointed an Emile Noël Fellow at NYU School of Law for the academic year 2008-09. Before joining the Faculty of Law in Galway, he taught Constitutional Law and EU Law at the Faculty of Law of Aix-en-Provence (France). Among his most recent publications are The European Union and its Constitution. From the Treaty of Rome to the Lisbon Treaty (Clarus Press, 2008), ‘Le référendum en Irlande pour ratifier les traités européens: obligatoire ou coutumier?’ (Fondation Robert Schuman, October 2008), and ‘The Fabulous Destiny of the EC Treaty: From Treaty to Constitution to Treaty Again?’ (15 Irish Journal of European Law 49, 2008).
Andrew Beck B.L. is a practising barrister and Director of the Irish Centre for European Law.  He is a graduate of Trinity College Dublin, Oxford University (Magister Juris in European and Comparative Law) and The King’s Inns.  He received a first in European Law at Oxford and, at the King’s Inns, he was first in the subject of Advocacy, Legal Drafting and Negotiation and awarded a Bar Council Bursary.  Andrew Beck B.L. has a wide civil law practice, in particular, he has advised and acted in a range of EU Law cases.  He is a teacher and examiner on the civil practice course at The King’s Inns.  
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
