SPEAKER PROFILES

Michael Ashe S.C., Q.C. practises at the Bars of Ireland, England and Wales and
Northern Ireland.  He is a Bencher of Middle Temple in London and is a
Recorder of the Crown Court in England and Wales.  He has written several
books including Insider Dealing with Judge Yvonne Murphy and Money Laundering
Risks and Liabilities with Paula Reid, the second edition of which is due
soon.
Dr Max Barrett is a practising solicitor and Head of Legal and
Compliance for Rabobank Ireland. Dr Barrett has previously worked as
in-house counsel with another leading bank and formerly practised as a
banking lawyer in leading Irish and Jersey law firms. Dr Barrett has
published widely on various legal topics, including money laundering.

John Breslin B.L. is a barrister practising in Commercial Law, with particular
focus on banking and insolvency law. He is the author of Banking Law in the
Republic of Ireland, the second edition of which will be published later
this year. He has acted as a consultant to the Law Reform Commission, and
has published articles in several Irish and international legal journals.

Assistant Commissioner Martin Callinan (Chair) has overall responsibility for a number of key areas within An Garda Síochána including the Criminal Assets Bureau and the Garda Bureau of Fraud Investigation.  Prior to his appointment as Assistant Commissioner, he took personal charge of a number of criminal and subversive investigations.  During Ireland's Presidency of the E.U. he chaired key Counter Terrorism Working Groups in both Brussels and Ireland. He currently represents An Garda Síochána at European Level on the Multi Disciplinary Group on Organised Crime. 
Paula Reid B.L. is a barrister and is Director of Knowledge Development at
A&L Goodbody Solicitors. She has spoken extensively on the topic of
money laundering and is co-author with Michael Ashe SC of the book
Money Laundering: Risks and Liabilities, a second edition of which
will be published at the end of this year by First Law.
