About the Conference

Refugee law is now a cornerstone of the practice of human rights law in Ireland.  This conference will examine all the main areas of refugee law practice, procedural and substantive.  

The Treaty of Amsterdam created a new objective for the European Union – the creation of an “area of freedom, security and justice.”  In creating that area, EC asylum law is being harmonised, with serious implications for refugee protection in Europe.  This conference will provide one of the first opportunities to consider the implications of the evolving EC policy.

About the Speakers

Dr. Stephen Legomsky is the Charles F. Nagel Professor of International and Comparative Law, and the Director of the Institute for Global Legal Studies, at Washington University, in St. Louis, Missouri.  He is the author of Immigration and Refugee Law and Policy (now in its 3rd edition), which has been adopted as the required text for immigration courses at more than 130 American law schools.  His other books, published by the Oxford University Press, include Immigration and the Judiciary: Law and Politics in Britain and America; and Specialised Justice.  Legomsky has chaired the immigration law section of the Association of American Law Schools, the Law Professors Committee of the American Immigration Lawyers Association, and the Refugee Committee of the American Branch of the International Law Association.  He has advised President Clinton's transition team, former President Bush's Commissioner of Immigration, the immigration ministers of Russia and Ukraine, and the governments of Belarus, Azerbaijan, and Tajikistan, on migration, refugee, and citizenship issues.  Legomsky has taught or researched these subjects in the United States, England, Mexico, New Zealand, Switzerland, Germany, Italy, Austria, and Australia.  He is currently a senior visiting fellow at Oxford University’s Refugee Studies Center.

Gregor Noll

Gregor Noll, LL.D., works as research director at the Danish Centre for

Human Rights, Copenhagen, Denmark and is the editor-in-chief of the Nordic

Journal of International Law. He has taught international law, human rights

law and refugee law at graduate and postgraduate level in a variety of

contexts. In 2000, he published his doctoral thesis on the compliance of the

asylum acquis with norms of international law (Negotiating Asylum, Martinus

Nijhoff Publishers, The Hague). He also published a number of articles,

inter alia on the issues of gender and persecution, democracy theory and

refugee law and the return of rejected asylum seekers.

Siobhan Mullally lectures in human rights law at the Law Faculty,

University College, Cork. Her research interests are in the field of gender

equality,  equality strategies, feminist theory and human rights. She was a

visiting research fellow at the Harvard human rights programme in 1999. She

lectured in international law at the Law School, University of Hull, from

1990-1995 and was a visiting lecturer at the Human Rights Studies Centre,

University of Peshawar, Pakistan in 1992-1993 and in 1994. She is

currrently working on a doctoral thesis at the EUI, Florence on gender and

international human rights law.
