ICEL Annual Distinguished Lecture 
Mr Bobby McDonagh, Department of Foreign Affairs will deliver a talk entitled:
No Conventional Wisdom – The European Convention on the Future of Europe 
Bobby McDonagh is, since September 2001, Director General of the European Union Division, Department of Foreign Affairs and the government’s Alternate Member of the Convention on Future of Europe.  He was educated at Gonzaga College, and at Balliol College, Oxford.  Since he joined the Department of Foreign Affairs in 1977 he has worked extensively on European Union matters, both in Dublin and at Ireland’s Permanent Representation to the EU in Brussels.  He has also worked for two years with the European Parliament and for four years with the European Commission (first in the cabinet of the Commissioner Ray MacSharry and later as deputy chef de cabinet of Commissioner Padraig Flynn.)  More recently, he was closely involved, as deputy to Ireland’s IGC Representative, in the negotiations leading to the Treaty of Amsterdam, a key phase of which fell during Ireland’s Presidency of the European Union.    He is the author of an account of the negotiation of the Treaty of Amsterdam, entitled Original Sin in a Brave New World (IEA, with a foreword by Jacques Santer.) 
The distinguished lecture will be chaired by the Hon. Mr Justice Nial Fennelly.

ABOUT THE EVENT 
  
The Third Annual Congress of the Irish Centre for European Law continues the tradition of providing a forum to examine issues of EU constitutional significance.   This year, the legitimacy and accountability of EU criminal co-operation will be considered.    The ‘Third Pillar’ of the European Union creates competence to adopt wide-ranging measures in the area of criminal law.  The events of 11th September 2001 have given impetus to the adoption on measures under this Pillar, including the proposal to develop a common EU arrest warrant.    This conference will bring together academic experts from the fields of EU and criminal law, legal practitioners and activists, in order to provide one of the first opportunities to examine the EU activities in this area in critical perspective.  It is a must for criminal and human rights practitioners, and all those interested in EU governance. 
  

ABOUT THE SPEAKERS 
  

Finbarr McAuley, BCL, LLB, M.Phil (Edin), LLD (NUI), is Jean Monnet Associate Professor of European Criminal Law at University College Dublin.  He is the author of several leading texts on criminal law, including Criminal Liability (Roundhall, 2000, with Paul McCutcheon) and Insanity, Psychiatry and Criminal Responsibility (Roundhall, 1993).  He is a member of the Law Reform Commission and editor of the Irish Jurist. 
  
Steve Peers is a Reader in Law at the University of Essex.  He received a B.A. (Hons.) History from McMaster University (Canada) in 1988. He graduated with a LL.B. from the University of Western Ontario in 1991, and an LL.M. in EC Law from the LSE in 1993. His research interests include EU Justice and Home Affairs, External Relations, Human Rights, Internal Market and Social Law He has written extensively on various aspects of EU law, including EU human rights law, justice and home affairs law, and external relations law.  He is the author of EU Justice and Home Affairs Law (Longman, 2000). 
  
Stephen Livingstone BA (Law) Clare College, Cambridge LLM, Harvard Law School began his teaching career as a Lecturer in Law at Queens University Belfast in 1984. After spending time as a Visiting Associate Professor at the University of Detroit School of Law in 1990-1 he moved to the University of Nottingham as a Reader in Law in 1995.  He returned to Belfast in September 1998 to take up the post of Professor of Human Rights Law. He is currently Director of the Human Rights Centre at QUB and Head of the School of Law. Outside academic life he is a current member of the Equality Commission for Northern Ireland and a member of the management board of the Committee on the Administration of Justice, having in the past been both its Chair and Vice-Chair. He has carried out extensive human rights training and consultancy activities for bodies such as the British Council, Council of Europe and European Union in Africa and Eastern Europe. 
  
Deirdre Curtin is Professor of the Law of International Organisations and Director of the Europa Institute at the Faculty of Law, Utrecht of University. She is also a member of the Board of the Irish Centre for European Law and of the Standing Committee of Experts on Matters relating to International Immigration, Refugee and Criminal Law in the Netherlands. She is the author of numerous articles on subjects relating to the constitutional and institutional development of the European Union, the principles of open government and democratic participation and human rights protection in Europe. She has edited and written several books including: Postnational Democracy : The European Union in Search of a Political Philosophy (Kluwer, 1997) and is currently working on Accountability of Public Administration in the European Union (OUP, 2002). 
  
Dermot P. Walsh LL.B (QUB), PhD (NUI), Barrister at Law is Professor of laws, Course Director of the LL.M in European and Comparative Law and Director of the Centre for Criminal Justice at University of Limerick.  He is a member of both the National Crime Council and the Irish Research Council for the Humanities and Social Sciences. His primary research interests are in policing, criminal justice and human rights. His major publications include: The Irish Police (1998) and Bloody Sunday and the Rule of Law in Northern Ireland (2000). 
  
Tony Bunyan is a journalist specialising in justice and home affairs and openness in the EU. He has been editor of Statewatch bulletin since its launch in 1991.  He has been a member of the Council of the Institute of Race Relations since 1972. He is author of The Political Police in Britain and Secrecy and openness in the European Union. On behalf of Statewatch he has lodged eight successful complaints with the European Ombudsman against the Council of the European Union on access to documents. In 2001 he was selected as a member of the "EV50", the fifty most influential Europeans over the past year, for the European Voice newspaper.
